It has also made
submissions to Government Agencies and Public
Bodies. Its professional membership is always
available in an advisory capacity to Government

Ministries and Statutory Bodies, especially those

with responsibility for the management of natural
resources and the environment. All activities of
the Club are on a purely voluntary basis and any
research done is usually at the expense of the in-

dividuals involved.

Management Committee

The affairs of The Club are vested in and
conducted by a Management Committee
consisting of eight members elected by
membership vote at the Annual General
Meeting held in January each year. The
Committee consists of a President, Vice-
President, Treasurer, Secretary, Assistant
Secretary and three other members of the
club.

Membership
Membership of The Club is open to all per-

sons who are at least fifteen years of age and
subscribe to the objectives of the club. Its cur-
rent membership in excess of 300 and in-
cludes, interested and enthusiastic junior
and adult members, some of whom are secon-
dary and tertiary level students, experienced
field naturalists and professional botanists,

Publications

In April, The Club publishes its yearly: Pro-
gramme of Activities, which includes
monthly lectures and Field trips. The busi-
ness of The Club is recorded in the minutes
of the monthly meetings, and its activities,
including Field Trips, in The Quarterly Bul-
letin. In addition, The Club publishes a jour-
nal, the Living World, which includes spe-
cialist articles reporting on the results of
research projects undertaken by members
of The Club and visitors to Trinidad and To-
bago. We commemorated our centennial in
July 1992, by publishing The Trinidad and
Tobago Field Naturalists' Club Trail
Guide. This includes 38 nature trails in
Trinidad and 17 in Tobago. This book is now
out of print, but the trails were re-walked
and a second edition produced. Club
members have also published books on
The Birds, Butterflies, Snakes and The
Native Trees Trinidad and Tobago.
