RULES

OF THE

TRINIDAD AND TOBAGO

FIELD NATURALISTS'CLUB

(Printed Dec. 1993 and incorporating
amendments and additions made
since the Revision in 1984).

The office of President shall not be held by the same
person for more than three consecutive years.

No member shall hold more than one office at the
same time.

President
The President shall preside at the meetings of the
Club, enforce the rules, and regulate discussion on
matters of interest to the Club. He/She shall give the
casting vote when required, and call Special Meet-
ings of the Club at such times as he/she may deem
necessary, or atthe writtenrequestof any six members.

Vice-President

The Vice-President shall discharge such leadership
duties as delegated by the President. In the absence
of the President, the duties of the President shall
devolve upon the Vice-President. In the absence of
both the President and the Vice-President, a chair-
man pro tempore shall be elected from the members
present.
