The October field
trip involved an
overnight camp and
was a relaxed out-
ing without any hustle and bustle. The group left Port of Spain for Toco
in northeast Trinidad on Saturday morning, passing through Valencia,
Mathura and Balandra and arriving some two hours later at Salybia Bay.

Camp was pitched at the eastern end of the beach, as this section is usu-
ally quiet and less crowded. The area was well-shaded and included co-
conut trees (Cocos nucifera), sea grapes (Coccoloba uvifera) and al-
mond trees (Terminalia catappa). The big almond tree at the shoreline
that used to provide sanctuary from the scorching sun for many a year
had succumbed to the regular cooking fires at its base. It had snapped
and fallen onto the beach. Many who cook at the beach use the trunks of
living trees to shield their open fires from the wind. The heat resulting
from this irresponsible practice badly damages the tree,

as the burn penetrates a lot deeper than the visibly Cont’d, Page 3
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
